Activities Program (EAP). Over the last
year we have had resources to
enhance the infrastructure for this
program, thanks to a grant for the Maui
County Crystal Methamphetamine

This diversity is key to our
gardening success. Companion planting,
an old tradition of grouping plants together
for better growth and pest control, is a
cornerstone of our organic farming
techniques. Here, we've had great success
with the inter-planting of marigolds, mints
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values training while teaching skKills in

sustainable agriculture and growing
food for the family.

The two-acre therapeutic
farm is home to our “outdoor
classrooms”, which provide
diverse opportunities for
hands-on activities in
agriculture, horticulture, and
animal husbandry, along with
